My 6th grade class has been learning about global problems and saving the animals,
in English class. They learned that because of plastic wastes that are flowing into the
ocean, sea turtles are eating plastic bags which are thought to be jellyfish. Sea turtles
eating plastic bags that look like jellyfish is a big problem.
